As I'write this article from the Director’s desk,
I think of a quote from Loretta Girzartis, “If
someone listens, or stretches out a hand, or
whispers a kind word of encouragement, or
attempts to understand a lonely person, ex-
traordinary things begin to happen”. Because
these are the things the Guardian Angels do,
extraordinary things ARE happening.

In 2009, our volunteers visited 187 residents of
nursing homes. Most of these visits were done
by just twelve dedicated volunteers. Our cur-
rent thirty committed volunteers have made
numerous Vvisits already this year despite the
cold and snow we’ve had. And, as our volun-
teer base continues to grow, the Angels will be
able to spend more one-on-one time with these
seniors, getting to know them and building
friendships.

Also in 2010, our Honorable Judge Thomas
Swift administered the Guardian’s Oath to two
of our volunteers who have taken on the re-
sponsibility of guardianship for two of our
wards. These volunteers and their experiences
will be featured in an upcoming issue of this
newsletter.

Not only do the Angels provide friendly visits,
but as you will see on page 3 of this issue, in
March, the Angels made Easter baskets that they
distributed to many of our wards and other el-
derly citizens.

We are able to provide these little “extras” to our
seniors because of the businesses, organizations,
and individuals who have made financial contri-
butions to the Guardian Angels of Ohio. To
those, I want to express my heartfelt and grateful
appreciation. With these donations, we will be
able to do many more projects that will bring joy
and laughter to our seniors.
